>Read eligibility requirements carefully.  If you have a question about whether you qualify for a certain scholarship, contact the scholarship sponsor.  There’s no point in applying for a scholarship you’re not eligible to receive.

<Don’t miss deadlines.

>Tailor your application to the sponsor’s goals.  Read and follow the instructions carefully.

<Proofread a printed copy of your essay and the application for spelling and grammar errors.  Also, have someone else read your essays to catch mistakes and give you feedback.

>Keep copies of everything.
